Forests occupy more than 30 percent of its area, and the main local 

woodlands are the Piska, Borecka, Romincka, Napiwodzko-Ramucka Forests and 

the Iławskie and Taborskie Forests. The most valuable areas are protected in 

landscape parks (there are eight of them in the region) and nature reserves (over 

100). 

A holiday in excellent agritourism farms can help you to appreciate the assets of 

Warmia and Masuria. There are plenty of such farms scattered in the whole region. 

They are winners of the Agro-Eco-Tourism Contest "Green Summer". This is a 

competition organised by the Self-Government of Warmińsko- Mazurskie 

Voivodeship to choose the best of the best in the field of agrotourism in Warmia and 

Masuria. Plajny, Glendoria, Moniówka, Cottage Apiary and From Pasture to Plate 

fully deserve this title.

The hostess invites her guests to feast together "under a cloud", taste homemade 

preserves made of fresh fruit, delicious cured meats and excellent beef steaks from 

her own eco-farm. Here, in the heart of the landscape park in Warmia and Mazury, 

the spirit of slow life meets the spirit of slow food.

An old Warmia cottage in the middle of the Warmia forest - this is a short profile of 

one of the best agritourism farms in Warmia and Masuria. The owners of the cottage 

say: it's as if days of the week, hourly systems, shirts and ties and 9-to-5 work 

suddenly ceased to exist. The atmosphere might really infect the guests, because 

when they are here, they usually ... don't remember where they put their shoes. The 

cottage Pasieka is not only a beautiful house where you can eat delicious meals. It is 

not only the essence of slow life and slow food. It is also, and maybe above all, bees, 

honey and an apiary. There are a few hundred thousand bees in the apiary, 

depending on the season. They are the main “heroes” of the workshops and the 

creators of the honey for which visitors come here from all over the country. 

Buckwheat, lime tree, rapeseed or dandelion honey is also one of the basic 

ingredients of the cuisine served in the cottage. Moreover, you can taste here all 

kinds of home-made goods, such as bakery products, liqueurs, smoked meats and 

preserves – they create the phenomenon of the cottage. Far from the city, far from 

the village, close to people - this is how the owners invite guests to their house 

outside the village. They want everyone to feel at ease here and spend  time doing 

what they like, but away from the TV set. Hosts call their guests friends.
